Miss Rachel Brown and Miss Katie
Vanderslootr presented the Board of
Trustees with a proposal fo han the
use of frclosan-based-products-a
microbe-fighting  ingredient,  in  all
Catholic Schools. Moficing that anfi-
bacterial products are everywhere
foday, the students started
investigating as part of a science
project. Finding triclosan resistant bactena in local water systems,
their research suggests it could contribute 1o the rise of antibiofic
resistant bacteria.  Winning Bronze at the Canadian National
Science Fair, and winning the Peace & Development Award on
Team Canada in an international competition in Slovakia, their
advocacy against the use of trciosan has been articled in
MacLean's Magazine and acknowledged by Dr. David Suzuki. In
fact, The Dawd Suzuki Foundation will be supporting a ban on this
chemical adding it to the Dirty Dozen List The Board directed
Senior Administration to investigate the use of friclosan in the
hand-sanitizing products used in our schools. The Board thanked
the students for their presentation. Rachel & Katie say. “Kids
should be using good old soap & warer to wash their hands™.
